
Everyone:
Attached are the materials to begin gathering data for the Fed/State
1065 (Partnership) state master schema.  Thanks to John Dobis of New
York and Donna Muccilli of Arizona for their efforts to put these
materials together.
The first document is the definition of the Partnership categories.  It
contains all of the Corporate categories with the exception of Franchise
because there would be no franchise tax in the partnership realm.
John has made a note at the bottom of the document so everyone will
keep the same category, agreed upon state field name, and parent name
for all items being carried over from the corporate schema.
John also noted to everyone to ensure that all of the tabular elements
within a particular table are all placed into the same category.
The second document is a spreadsheet showing all of the complex types
that have been identified so far, for Partnership, and the states that
use them.  Please use these types for all complex elements in your
spreadsheet.  Note that every element/row in your spreadsheet will have
something in the "type" category, whether a simple type like
"string50Type" or a complex type.
In an effort to ensure the states put their information for these
tables into the same category, John has included a suggested category in
red that the EFile  type would go in.
As a reminder, there are two tabs in the attachment: one for entity
level tables and the other for shareholder level tables.
Also, remember that all of the efile types from Fed/State 1120
Corporate are available to use here.
The third document is the formatted but empty spreadsheet for your
state data.  In San Diego in June we agreed to build a separate new spreadsheet
for Partnership.  HOWEVER, if an element already exists in your
Corporate spreadsheet, then PLEASE use the same data in this spreadsheet
as in your Corporate spreadsheet, especially Agreed Upon Name, and
indicate in the column "Present on 1120" by saying "yes."
